2011 ANNUAL REPORT OF THE CITY CLERK

Vital Records - Births

The process of creating, registering, reporting, issuing, amending and maintaining vital records
forms an important part of the City Clerk’s responsibilities.

In 2011, the City Clerk’s Office registered 500 births. Of these, 102 babies were born in Gardner
to residents of Gardner; 78 babies born elsewhere in Massachusetts to Gardner residents; and,
320 babies were born in Gardner to non-Gardner residents.

Vital Records - Deaths

In 2011, the City Clerk’s Office registered 314 deaths. Of these, 148 were Gardner residents
who died in Gardner; 54 Gardner residents who died elsewhere in Massachusetts; and, 112
non-residents who died in Gardner.

Vital Records - Marriages

In 2011, the City Clerk’s Office issued marriage licenses to 120 couples. Of these, 36 Gardner
residents were married in Gardner; 43 Gardner residents were married elsewhere in
Massachusetts; 21 non-residents were married in Gardner; and, 20 non-residents were married
elsewhere in Massachusetts.

City Council

As Clerk of the Council, the City Clerk provided records, information and parliamentary
procedural assistance to enable the City Council to fulfill its legislative responsibilities and
provided the public with information concerning Council actions. The Clerk prepared and
distributed the Calendar (Agenda) for each meeting. The City Clerk attended all meetings of the
City Council and Finance Committee and recorded its proceedings. In addition, the Clerk posted
meeting notices of the Council and its four standing committees.

As City Council administrator, the Clerk received and processed license applications for bowling
alleys, billiard tables, new and used motor vehicle dealers, second hand article dealers and
collectors, and flammable & explosive storage licensing. The City Clerk also processed public
utility orders adopted by the City Council.

Elections

As Chief Elections Official, the City Clerk is responsible for directing State and Local elections.
This includes the hiring and supervision of nearly seventy officials including Wardens, Clerks,
Inspectors and Deputy Inspectors for eleven voting precincts, contracting for polling facilities
and Election Day set-up; the printing of ballots, testing of voting equipment; purchasing of
election supplies; certifying election results and reporting same to the Secretary of State.
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During the period July 1, 2010 to December 31, 2011, the City Clerk supervised the September
14, 2010 State Primary, the November 2, 2010 State Election, and the November 8, 2011 City
Election. In addition to planning and supervising elections, the City Clerk provides year-round
Election and Voter information to media, political parties, candidates, and citizens.

Candidate and Petition Certifications

The City Clerk’s Office processed all candidate and petition papers circulated among Gardner
voters. This includes certifying the signatures of registered voters for dozens of local and state
candidates as well as for State and local ballot question petitions.

The City Clerk’s Office provided candidates, political parties and others with voter lists and
voter history, as well as providing candidates and political party organizations with Campaign
Finance Reporting forms and instructions and tracked filings for candidates for Mayor, City
Council and School Committee.

Voter Registration

The City Clerk serves as a full voting member of the Board of Registrars of Voters, overseeing
the day-to-day registration of voters.

The City Clerk’s Office processed hundreds of voter registrations including registering new
voters, address changes, name changes, party affiliation changes, etc.

The City Clerk’s Office administered the annual City Census (“Street List”). In 2011, the office
processed approximately 10,000 census forms. The end product was the publication of the
Annual Street List, which was made available for purchase in the Clerk’s office.

Licensing and Permitting

The City Clerk’s office received applications and issued Bazaar and Raffle Permits, Business
Certificates (“Doing Business As”), and Dog Licenses. In 2011, 1,385 dog licenses were issued.

Public Official

The City Clerk is charged with custody and maintenance of City Ordinances, the City Charter,
and City Seal. As custodian of City Ordinances and the City Charter, the City Clerk revises these
documents as they are amended by the City Council and Special Act. Every amendment to a
City Ordinance, whether relating to traffic, personnel, salaries and wages, zoning, or otherwise,
was published twice in a local newspaper.

The City Clerk, as Keeper of the City Seal, certified hundreds of official documents, including
Appointments, Land Takings, Easements, Loan Orders, Resolutions, Council Votes, etc.

The City Clerk received all Certificates of Appointments from the Mayor for presentment to the
City Council. All Appointments are filed in the Clerk’s Office for permanent recording.

The City Clerk administered oaths of office to every public official upon appointment, including
the Mayor, City Councillors, department heads, members of every board, committee and
commission, and Police Officers and Constables. The Office maintains permanent records of
these actions.



All City Clerk staff are commissioned notaries public and provided notarial services for offici3l
City purposes and to the general public. In 2011, the Clerk’s Office notarized documents for

358 persons, 118 of which were for non-Gardner residents.

By State Law and City Ordinance, the Council is empowered to issue Licenses for Bowling Alleys
and Billiard Tables; First, Second, and Third Class Motor Vehicle Dealers; Dealers in Hand
Articles and Storage of petroleum products.

The City Council authorizes public improvements and expenditures through the Annual Budget
and short and long-term borrowings; determines the proportion of the annual tax levy borne by
the four classes of property (residential, commercial, industrial, personal); adopts regulations,
ordinances and local acceptance provisions of Massachusetts General Law for the
administration of the city government; adopts orders for the location of utility poles and the
layout of public ways. It also adopts resolutions for the pursuit of State and Federal Grants, the
scheduling of elections and issuing election warrants.

The City Council appoints four department heads, the City Clerk, City Treasurer, City Auditor
and City Collector of Taxes. While the Mayor appoints all other department heads and
members of municipal boards (except the School Committee), the Council is required to
confirm the appointments. The positions of City Solicitor and Constable are also appointed by
the Mayor; however, City Council confirmation is not required.

MAJOR ACCOMPLISHMENTS

The Department of Community Development and Planning initiated and/or completed several
noteworthy projectsin Fiscal Year 2011(July 1, 2010 to June 30, 2011). They include the following:

1. Cleanup and Demolition at the former S. Bent Mill Complex: Phase Il demolition continued
with the 2009 and 2010 Block Grant Awards and U.S. EPA clean up funds. The City utilized
$671,840 in grant funds to clean and demolish eight (8) structures on the property.

2. 214 Pleasant Street Acquisition and Demolition: A Community Development Fund Grant, in the
amount of $420,693, was awarded to acquire, abate and demolish the former Waino’s Dugout
located at 214 Pleasant Street. A contract with F. A. Moschetti and Sons was signed in July and
demolition took place the week of October 25, 2010.

Parker Street Sidewak Reconstruction: The Department received a $260,000 CDBG grant for
the reconstruction of the sidewalks and curbing on Parker Street, between Nichols and Jean
Streets. The work was completed over the course of two months and resulted new handicapped
accessible sidewalks and more appropriate crosswalk alignment. Construction began in April
2011 and was completed by mid-June 2011.

Urban Renewal Plan: In late 2004, the Department began the process of creating an Urban
Renewal Plan. Initial public hearings were held to gather information from the general public as
to what the area boundaries should be and what goals should be included in the Plan. After
several years of planning and adjusting the goals and boundaries, the Department applied for
fundsto create the actual plan. With an $119,500 Community Development Block Grant
(CDBG), BSC Group, aBoston consulting firm, and McCabe Enterprises, were hired to
complete the plan. A final version of the plan was submitted to the City and to the Department
of Housing and Community Development (DHCD) on May 25, 2010, for comments and
revisons. DHCD approved Gardner’s Urban Renewal Planin August 2011. The full plan can

Pine Street Improvements, Phase 3: A $380,000 Community Development Action Grant was
received by the City in April 2010 to fund the third phase of improvements to Pine Street
(between Cross and Central Streets). These funds required a public/private partnership and the
City achieved the public requirement by partnering with the City’ s Department of Public Works
to replace the water linesin the street. The private match was the devel opment of the Heywood
Wakefield building into the Assisted Living Facility. The grant phase was completed in June
2011 and included specialty crosswalks utilizing the new technique of stamping an imprinted
brick design into hot, colored synthetic asphalt. Thisdesign is durable and holds up well in the
harsh New England winters.

Housing Rehabilitation: Using CDBG funds from DHCD, the Department has managed a
successful housing rehabilitation program for over 20 years. Rehab funds are used to correct
building and sanitary code violations in housing units occupied by families that meet federal

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income guidelines. In FY 2011, eight cases, comprising of thirteen affordable units of housing,
were processed through the program.

. Green Community Designation: Acting through the Department, the City applied for and
received the Department of Energy Resources (DOER) designation as a Green Community on
December 16, 2010. The designation resulted in a grant award of $206,100 to cover part of the
costs of three energy efficiency projects, boiler replacements at the High School, City Hall and
Senior Center, aswell astechnical assistance to seek a private sector partner for installation of
ground-mounted solar photovoltaic facilities on City owned land. DOER also provided the City
with three solar-powered solid waste compactors installed by the Department of Public Works on
Connors Street, at Monument Park and at the High School.

. The Department aso initiated and/or completed several small projects throughout FY 2011.
These projects include the following:

a. The Greater Gardner Community Development Corporation (CDC) received CDBG
funding, in grant years 2009 and 2010, for the First Time Homebuyer program. The
combined funding, totaling $23,250, served 101 low- to moderate-income Gardner
residents.

b. TheHouse of Peace and Education (HOPE) received CDBG awards, in grant years
2009 and 2010, for combined total of $43,685 to create ajob skills training program
for women. At the end of FY 2011, the program assisted 50 low- to moderate-income
women, including 29 Gardner residents.

c. Montachusett Home Care Corporation (MHCC) was awarded $7,550 to expand their
Money Management Program to include more Gardner residents. At the end of
FY 2011, the program had enrolled seven eligible Gardner residents for the service.

d. RCAP Solutions used CDBG funds to counsel forty one (41) low income Gardner
residents for foreclosure prevention. RCAP utilized $16,000 for that counseling
service aswell asfor direct mailings to 128 households facing foreclosure.

e. The CDC was awarded $44,000 for site work improvements to support the
construction of two affordable housing units on Chelsea Street. The site work
improvements will include water and sewer lines to the property and lot clearing in
preparation for foundation work.

f. Sign & Fagade Program was re-established with reprogrammed CDBG funds due to
bids coming in under budget on the Parker Street Sidewak Reconstruction project.
At the end of FY 2011, one business had been assisted and one application had been
received and approved for funding.

g. Gardner Athol AreaMental Health Association (GAAMHA) applied for and received
CDBG funding in the amount of $23,930 to replace 23 windows in their Coleman
Street building. The project is part of GAAMHA'’ s commitment to energy
conservation and in helping Gardner with their new designation of a Green
Community.

h. In August of 2009, the Police Department received funding, in the amount of
$14,994, from the Office of Justice Programs — Justice Assistance Grant for
Community Policing Efforts. Thisincludes various Officer training programs,
support of the Police Explorer program and the Citizen’s Police Academy.

i. Inconjunction with aPhase | award in September of 2009, the Police Department, on
behalf of the North Worcester County Drug Task Force (NWCDTF) received a
$400,000 grant from the Community Oriented Policing Services (COPS) Technology
program. These funds are being used to compl ete the Crime Scene Security and
Credentialing program among the member communities.

J. TheFire Department received an American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA)
hiring grant to hire one full time firefighter for a period of twelve months. A grant of

$63,267.51 was awarded on February 1, 2010 and afirefighter was hired on February
7, 2010. At the end of the one year grant period, the City budgeted the salary of the
firefighter and he remains on staff full-time.

k. The Department, on behalf of the Police Department, was awarded a $13,673 Office
of Justice Programs — Justice Assistance Grant on August 26, 2010 to purchase three
laptop computers for the use in the police cruisers. Competitive pricing allowed the
Police Department to purchase six |aptops.

CDBG Mini-Entitlement FY 2010 Program: On July 8, 2010, DHCD awarded the Department
$1,000,000. The projectsincluded in that application were Demoalition for S. Bent, Housing
Rehabilitation, Affordable Housing Development, Parker Street Sidewalk Construction,
GAAMHA Window Replacement for Energy Conservation, CDC First Time Homebuyer and
HOPE Job Skills Training.

CDBG Mini-Entitlement FY 2011 Program: On December 10, 2010, a $1,000,000 application
was submitted to DHCD. Projectsin the application included Demolition at S. Bent and
properties to be determine, Housing Rehabilitation for six units of housing, affordable housing
development, Greenwood Playground Design, Connors and Knowlton Streets design, GAAMHA
Boiler Replacement for Energy Conservation, CDC Computer Replacement Project, CAC Food
Pantry Inventory Tracking Software, CAC Nutritional Education, and HOPE Self-Sufficiency
Program.

Emergency Communications Center: On June 7, 2011, the Department submitted an application
for $601,216 to fund a new Emergency Communications Center in the proposed new Police
Station. The application was submitted to the Executive Office of Public Safety and Security
and awards are due to be made by September 30, 2011.

CDBG Mini-Entitlement FY 2009 Program: The Department closed out this grant on June 30,
2011. With the $750,000 received, the Department was able to demolish two buildings at S.
Bent, rehabilitate eight units (8) of housing for twenty seven (27) low- to moderate-income
individuals, design new sidewalks and curbing for Parker Street, complete the Urban Renewal
Plan, assist sixty-one (61) Gardner residents with First Time Homebuyer and Pre- and Post-
Purchase Counseling, assist thirteen (13) Gardner women with job skills training, assist seven (7)
elderly residents with a money management program, assist forty one (41) residents with direct
foreclosure counseling and provide outreach to one hundred and twenty eight (128) residents
facing the possibility of foreclosure and, finally, assist the 6,600 clients of the Gardner CAC
Food Pantry with new commercial refrigeration and freezer unitsin order to store more fresh
produce and meat products for better nutrition.

Wind Turbine Feasibility Study: The feasibility study was completed by Tighe & Bond and
submitted to Massachusetts Clean Energy Center (MassCEC) in January 2011. Funding for the
study was provided by MassCEC in the amount of $53,130. The study provided data,
calculations, and research to support conclusions on the wind resources, site considerations,
environmental and regulatory requirements, and financial indicators applicable to devel opment
of awind turbine at the terminus of Suffolk Lane in the Summit Industrial Park. The study
recommends that the City and Redevelopment Authority move forward with the project and
pursue funding for design and construction activities.

Derby Drive/Rear Main Street Corridor: In June 2011 the U.S. EPA awarded the City an
$80,000 Targeted Site Assessment Grant for the Rear Main Street Corridor. The funding will be
used to develop two Phase | MCP and Tier Classification Reports for 13-17 W. Lynde Street and
58 Rear Main Street as required by the Massachusetts Department of Environmental Protection.
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Economic Development Website: The site acts as a clearinghouse for up-to-date economic
development information in an effort to assist businesses looking to start up, remain, relocate, or
expand within the City. The site creates a single-point-of-contact for the City in an effort to
streamline business devel opment resources for interested parties. The site received a Merit
Award from the Northeastern Economic Developers Association (NEDA) in October 2010.

Redevelopment of 354 Main Street: In January 2010 the Department was awarded a $345,000
MORE Jobs Grant from Executive Office of Housing & Economic Development for
infrastructure improvements at the 354 Main Street office/retail development. In September 2010
the grant was increased to $425,000 to cover projected cost overruns associated with adesign
change and substantial ledge removal. This project islocated at one of the main gatewaysto
downtown. The funding alowed the City to partner with the private owner and devel oper at the
site by constructing aretaining wall and parking lot improvements to supplement over $3.7
million in private investment for an 11,000 square foot facility and the creation of 15 new jobs.

Brownfield Revolving Loan Fund: The U.S. EPA awarded a $1,000,000 Brownfields Revolving
Loan Fund Grant to the City in April 2010. The funds will be distributed in the form of loans
and sub-grants to eligible borrowers to assist with the remediation of contaminated sites
throughout the City. Over the course of FY 2011, Department personnel and the City’s
Brownfields Steering Committee developed the Gardner Brownfield Revolving Loan Fund
(GBRLF) including eligibility forms, loan applications, and education and marketing materials,
and went livein June 2011. To assist with Program administration, the City hired RCAP
Solutions to oversee the GBRLF loan portfolio, and Tighe & Bond, Inc. and Weston & Sampson,
Inc. as Licensed Site Professionals.

Mill Street Corridor (MSC): In September 2010 the Commonwealth of Massachusetts designated
the corridor a priority site under its Brownfield Support Team Initiative. As part of this
designation the State convenes monthly strategy meetings with federal, state, and municipal
officialsin an effort to establish and implement a redevelopment plan for the MSC. In October
2010 the City entered into a Covenant Not to Sue Agreement between Bernard Garbose and the
Commonwealth’s Attorney General Office. The Covenant Not to Sue allowed the transfer of
ownership rights for the 10-acre Garbose property, located along Timpany Boulevard and Mill
Street, to the City of Gardner for the cleanup and redevel opment purposes. The City officially
took ownership of the former Garbose site on December 24, 2010. In February 2011 the City, in
partnership with the Gardner Redevelopment Authority and the Urban Land Institute’s Technical
Assistance Program, convened a one-day workshop to consider options for redevelopment of the
corridor and provide guidance to realize these potential results.

MassBroadband 123 Project: Thisfiber optic project will deploy over 1,000 miles of new fiber
optic cable to connect over 120 communities in western and north central M assachusetts,
including Gardner, and provide a direct connection to close to 1,400 Community Anchor
Institutions (CALI) such as public safety entities, community colleges, libraries, medical facilities,
town halls and state offices. When complete in mid-2013, the MassBroadband 123 network will
expand high-speed Internet access to improve the lives of residents, close the digital divide and
bring new economic opportunitiesto the region. In May of 2011 DCDP personnel identified 25
CAl’sin Gardner for potentia tiein to the system and forwarded this information to the State for
consideration.

Business Retention/Attraction: The Department continued its retention and attraction strategies
by offering technical assistance to numerous existing and prospective businesses and
entrepreneurs, conducting site visits with existing businesses, and working with federal and state
agencies, and private sector firmsto market Gardner and its numerous annual events and
amenities.

Participation in local, regional and statewide organizations. Department personnel continue to
actively participate in the following organizations: The Greater Gardner Community
Development Corporation, the Gardner Community Action Committee, the Greater Gardner
Chamber of Commerce, the City’ s Traffic Commission, the Police Station Study Committee, the
City’s Street Acceptance and Betterment Committee, the local Workforce Investment Board
(WIB) and the WIB Executive Committee, the North Central Mass Devel opment Corporation
Small Business Loan Review Committee, the Montachusett Brownfield Group (regional Steering
Committee), the North Central Massachusetts Economic Development Council and the

M assachusetts Economic Development Council.

I, Ronald P. Therrien Fire Chief for City of Gardner, submit the Annual Report for the Gardner
Fire Department.

PERSONNEL

The heart and soul of the Gardner Fire Department are the Firefighters and support people who
serve the City twenty four hours a day, three hundred and sixty five days a year. Currently we
have thirty two active firefighters, consisting of one Chief, one Captain, four Lieutenant Shift
Commanders, one Lieutenant Training/Fire Prevention officer, one Lieutenant who works fire
prevention and rotates to Shift Commander when needed and twenty four Firefighters assigned
to four rotating platoons. The Department has one full time female clerk. Four Firefighters work
collateral jobs as department mechanics. Two Firefighters work collateral jobs as fire
investigators; one Firefighter works a collateral job as a computer systems manager and one
works as EMS coordinator.

FIRE APPARATUS, VEHICLES and TRAILERS

The Department operates a fleet of 17 vehicles. Three Engines, one Combination Engine /
Ladder Truck, one Tower / Pumper Truck, one Heavy Rescue, one small Brush Truck, four
Support Vehicles a Decontamination Trailer a Hazardous Materials Trailer, a Lighting Trailer,
two Utility Trailers and Bucket Truck used by the City Wire inspector.

At this time the Department put two new major pieces of apparatus in service Engine 2 and
Combination 4, | applaud Mayor Hawke and the City Council on the acquisition of these
vehicles. The fleet went from old and unreliable equipment to a fleet the city can be proud of and
not have to worry about major equipment purchases for years to come.

INJURIES

There were twelve reported injuries of fire fighters while on duty during this period, none of a
serious nature. No civilian fatalities or serious injuries due to fire incidents were reported during
this period.
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FIRE DEPARTMENT INCIDENTS

The Department responded to 3,559 emergencies or calls for assistance. A complete breakdown
is within this report.

MONETARY LOSS

The City of Gardner experienced an estimated dollar loss do to fire of $441,210.00 of this
amount $398,260.00 was structure or building related, $37,300.00 auto or vehicle related and
$5,650.00 miscellaneous loss.

RECOMMENDATIONS

The City should hire four more fire fighters; this would allow each platoon one more man per
shift. This would greatly enhance our initial on scene effectiveness and safety and in all
probability reduce overtime costs by 50% or more.

The City should consider reestablishing a call firefighting force of ten men, this would be a
tremendous cost effective way of augmenting the permanent force and increasing the
departments overall capabilities. This would also act as a proving ground for possible future
permanent positions.

We hereby submit the annual report for the Greenwood Memorial Pool for the fiscal year
ending June 30, 2011.

Total Income for Greenwood Memorial Pool for the year was $88,206.50
includes10,000.00 for High School rental.

The Board of Health submits this 58th Annual Report for the Fiscal Year 2011, ending
June 30, 2011. The following notable events occurred over the past year:

o The Board of Health, building on past collaborations with the Fitchburg and
Leominster Board of Health and Community Health Connections conducted
several joint influenza vaccination clinics, household hazardous waste events
and medication take back events. These joint activities held regionally
provide more services at little or no additional costs to our residents. At the
end of the fiscal year the City of Gardner and the Montachusett Area cities
and towns were awarded a planning grant to study and pursue regionalization
of public health services. The Board would like to extend its appreciation to
Mayor Mark Hawke for his support in this initiative.

o The Solid Waste Enterprise distributed over 12,000 trash and recycling toters
to the customers of the curbside trash and recycling program. This was
followed by the phase-in of automated curbside collection. This program
provides significant cost savings as well as improved sanitation and
significantly reduces any wind-blown trash and recyclables.

. The Solid Waste Enterprise Program completed the Fiscal Year with a
certified surplus of $ 321,293. Curbside trash collections totaled 3587 tons for
FY 2011 a less than 1% increase in tonnage from FY2010. Curbside
recycling collections for FY 2011 were 1505.47 tons, an 8% increase over FY
2010. The residents of Gardner continue to be among the top recyclers in the
state, and our thanks go to them for making our recycling program a success.

o The Transfer Station at 744 West St. operated throughout the year, allowing
residents an opportunity to dispose of bulk items, excess trash, recycling, yard
waste, paints, hazardous materials and other items. The Transfer Station
handled 562 tons of trash and over 400 upholstered items.

. The Board of Health continued with providing communicable disease
investigation, reporting, and follow up, including required Public Health
Nursing Services. (Nursing services obtained from the Gardner V.N.A.)

. The Department continued to provide inspection services under the State
Sanitary Code for Housing, Food Sanitation, Swimming Pools, Tanning
Facilities, Body Art (Piercing and Tattoo) Establishments, Septic Systems,
Wells, and Nuisances. License information is on the following page of this
report.

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Annual Meeting FY11 Director’s Report

Tonight I’m reporting on the 125" year of the Association’s history and my first year as Director
of the Library. Local History Librarian, Pam Meitzler, will be giving a presentation on the
Association’s first 124 years following tonight’s meeting. Before | recap the events of the past
twelve months, 1’d like to thank all of the people who helped me get through them. Thank you
to the Trustees, who gave me this opportunity, and who offered me much appreciated guidance
and advice. Thank you to the members of the community, many of whom are association
members here tonight, who wished me well. And especially, thank you to the library staff.
Knowing that | could rely on you to do your jobs without fanfare allowed me to concentrate on
learning mine. Your support helped make FY11 a successful year for all of us.

We are grateful for the support of our Honorable Mayor and Members of the City Council. We
sincerely appreciate your loyalty, encouragement, and understanding of the Library’s importance
and function in the Gardner community.

Probably the best news we received this year was in the form of a State Aid waiver. The Library
was able to retain its certification and the accompanying benefits of grant funding and
interlibrary loan reciprocity. We hope for a similar outcome to this year’s petition, and to be
able to meet, without waiver, the municipal appropriation requirement in FY'13.

One of the adjustments we made to mitigate the effects of the continued decrease in overall state
funding was to modify our Library hours. We are open on Mondays again and our new schedule
has improved our workflow and alleviated some staffing issues. It has also allowed us to
coordinate schedules with our neighboring communities of Westminster and Ashburnham to
together provide library services 6 days and 4 evenings a week year round.

The extra day open, coupled with the economy, brought an expected increase in library use.
Statistics for circulation, computer use, interlibrary loans and reference services reached their
highest numbers in the Library’s history last year.

In providing these services, we relied on our many dedicated volunteers, over 100 strong, who
shelved and repaired books, planted and maintained our flag pole garden, delivered materials to
shut-ins, and helped with the summer reading club and the Friends’ book sales. Thank you all.

Special thanks are due the Friends group, who exceeded all prior year fund-raising efforts and all
notion of generosity with their support of the Library in FY11. In addition to their customary
funding of library programming and museum passes, their purchases also included a dvd
polisher, a paper shredder, a barcode label duplicator, a photocopier, a microform reader and 10
new staff computers.

Being able to update our technology infrastructure was a long-awaited goal, and a necessary
measure as we will be transitioning to a more complex software platform in the coming months.
We were able to install a back-up server as well, greatly improving our data security.
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Another long-anticipated technological development, the creation of a Library website, was
realized through the efforts of new Reference staff member Gina Verrelli. The website offers
access to our catalog, includes a calendar of Library events, contains information on library
services and provides links to City departments. It serves as a valuable public outreach tool and
has increased our visibility in the community.

Knowing that visibility is key to securing support for our Library services, we joined libraries
across the Commonwealth on April 13" to celebrate Library Snapshot Day by collecting data
and photos to document a day in the life of a library. The statistics compiled statewide were used
to demonstrate the value of libraries and to raise public awareness that libraries are busier than
ever.

Libraries are busier than ever, giving truth to the saying that the more things change, the more
they stay the same. There have been countless innovations in library operations in the long
history of the Levi Heywood Memorial Library. But what has remained constant, 125 years after
its founding, is the genuine need for and the invaluable service provided by our longstanding
institution, in good economic times and especially in less than prosperous economies. \We’re here
for the long term and for that our community can be grateful.

On a day-to-day basis, the Personnel Department handles a variety of responsibilities relating to
all aspects of employee and benefit management for employees who provide services to the City
of Gardner (the “City”) Community. Included in the daily operations for the Personnel
Department are the drafting and implementation of applicable policies, management of the hiring
and termination/retirement processes, worker’s compensation and 111F claims, unemployment
claims, benefits administration, contract negotiations, working with the Mayor, City Solicitor
and Department Heads on grievance and other complaint resolutions and the processing all
personnel transactions, as well as the maintenance of all files relating to personnel (personnel,
medical and CORI files).  The part time Administrative Coordinator is responsible for
overseeing the health and dental insurance application and input process. She also continues to
maintain the City employee benefit time record keeping, which includes the weekly input of all
benefit time taken and the generation of monthly accrual reports for Department Heads.

During FY 2011, Eighteen (18) full time employees, six (6) part time employees, and three (3)
temporary/seasonal employees were hired. Over the course of FY 2011, the City experienced
ten (10) full time, seven (7) part time and one (1) seasonal resignations and/or layoffs. There
were also five (5) retirements. Those individuals retiring all had long careers with the City and
included the following positions:

As a result of the retirement of the Principal Clerk & Typist in the Building Department, there
were several transfers and promotions that took place in the various City Hall Departments. In
addition, a new Library Director by and through an internal promotion, a new Assistant City
Clerk was hired by and through an internal promotion and a new City Assessor was hired.

The Personnel Director worked with Mayor Hawke and the City Solicitor, John Flick, to settle
all seven (7) union contracts which were due to expire on June 30, 2011. Due to recent
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language clarification regarding the “evergreen clauses” contained in all Union contracts, it
became imperative that all contracts settle prior to their expiration. The Unions worked closely
with the City’s negotiation team to achieve this goal, keeping in the mind the difficult economic
times facing the City in the upcoming fiscal year. As such all contract negotiations were settled
in FY 2011 and the new contracts were signed and implemented with the City’s seven Unions.

The Personnel Director worked with the School Superintendent, Carol Daring, on various School
Department personnel related matters. These matters included new hire physicals and benefits,
unemployment, COBRA, Civil Service and contractual matters.

Work Related Injury Statistics

The City is self-insured for 111F claims (these are police and/or fire personnel work related
accidents/injuries). The City is fully insured with the Massachusetts Education and Government
Association (MEGA) for worker’s compensation claims (these are non-public safety personnel
work related accidents/injuries, including the School Department personnel).

The Ethics
Liaison must maintain all Summary receipt documents as well as Ethics Training certificates and
must ensure that all required individuals have completed and provided both. The Personnel
Director will have to ensure that those employees/volunteers who received the ethics training in
June 2010 will have to renew their certification two years from the initial certification date.

ADA Coordinator/Disability Commission

As previously reported, the Personnel Director also serves as the ADA Coordinator for the City
and sits on the City’s Disability Commission. Members of the Disability Commission include
Eric Knudsen, Chairman, Tommy Davis, Vice Chairman and Raymond Goland. Ms. Pond has
held the position of Clerk for the Disability Commission since August 2005. As has been the
case over the past few years, the Commission is stilling seeking additional members. Most of
the issues addressed by Commission in FY 2011 continued to involve handicap parking
regulations and compliance as well as new and remodeling construction accessibility issues.

The main objective of the Personnel Department is to work with and provide advice to the
Mayor, City Councilors and Department Heads to ensure that the laws, rules and regulations
pertaining to all aspects of personnel management are adhered to. In addition, the Personnel
Department is a resource for all City employees regarding their work environment needs,
benefits and other related matters. As a result of the overall purpose and mission of Personnel
Department, the Director and staff must stay abreast of the constantly changing rules, laws and
regulations relative to employee and benefit management.

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This past year the Community Police Unit within the Department was extremely active. 2011 began
with the department conducting our 11" Citizens Police academy. Ten residents signed up and
participated in the 10 week course. They participated in classes covering patrol procedures, drug
enforcement, traffic investigations, OUI enforcement, domestic violence response, arrest procedures,
community policing activities, in addition to presentations from court and probation personnel. The
Community police unit is still also active with several community groups including, GAIT, Gcat, and LUK.
Working with these organizations to help educate the public about alcohol and tobacco control, and the
consequences from abuse. We are also actively involved with the North Worcester County Domestic
Violence High Risk Response Team. The team meets monthly to track high risk offenders of domestic
violence, from arrest through the court system, and information is shared with neighboring agencies, so
borders and town lines don’t interfere with the tracking. Other activites have included three bicylcle helmet
giveaways to the local youth. An auto etching clinic was also conducted in collaboration with the
Governors Auto Theft Strike Force, 29 motor vehicles had the theft deterrent etching applied.

The DARE program in the Gardner School, being headed by Officer John Lawrence, now over 2
decades old, is still an active and integral part of the school system, instructing the elementary school
students not only the dangers of drug and alcohol abuse, but also giving them the tools to avoid making
destructive decisions, and helping in conflict resolution. The departments Police Explorer post,
supervised by Officer Sean Lafrennie, has been a tremendous help, with explorers assisting in a variety
of events, including the Walk for Life Relay, the Gardner Birthday Parade, The Auto Etching Clinic, the
Experience Gardner Sidewalk sale.

I hereby submit this annual report for the Purchasing Department for the Fiscal Year
ending June 30, 2011.

The Purchasing Department is responsible for the procurement of supplies, contractual
services, construction contracts, real property transactions, and all sales of personal
property for the City and its School Department. It is our role to ensure the highest
quality while incurring the least expense to the City, while complying with Massachusetts
General Law and local ordinances. This department strives to obtain as full and open
competition as possible on all purchases and sales.

The Purchasing Department is staffed by Chief Procurement Officer Mary Delaney, and
Senior Account Donna Strout. The Chief Procurement Officer is also certified as a
Massachusetts Certified Public Purchasing Official, has been elected as Vice President of
the Massachusetts Association of Public Purchasing Officials (term 7/2011 to 6/2013)
and performs the duties of Affirmative Marketing Construction Officer for the City.

In Fiscal Year 2011, the Purchasing Department issued over 3000 purchase orders having
an approximate dollar value of $17,653,477.80.

In Fiscal Year 2011, Gardner performed as the lead community in a Collaborative School
Transportation Bid, the first of its kind in the Commonwealth. This resulted in a net
savings of five percent (5%) for the participating communities as compared to the
expected five percent (5%) increase that was anticipated if the entities had bid separately.
This bid is now being used as a model for other collaborative efforts.

The Purchasing Office also conducted an auction of surplus supplies, vehicles and
equipment for the City and School Departments.

The above mentioned procurements were conducted using quotes, bids and proposals in
accordance with Massachusetts General Law. Purchasing Department staff, in
cooperation with the requesting departments, developed specifications, researched
potential vendors/suppliers/contractors, and evaluated and awarded the appropriate
contracts.

The Chief Procurement Officer also manages general contracts, monitors contract
performance, and works with all departments to be abreast of current developments in
pricing, market conditions and the availability of new products.

In Fiscal Year 2011, the Purchasing Department reduced overhead costs and increased
efficiency by implementing a paperless method for departments to requisition items
electronically, and requiring bids be provided to bidders electronically rather than by
mail. The department also continues to expand use of the City website.

In Fiscal Year 2012, the department will further reduce overhead by submitting purchase
orders electronically to vendors. The Director is participating in several workgroups with
the Commonwealth’s Operational Services Division to develop collaborative purchasing
agreements. Gardner continues to be a lead community in collaborative purchasing
agreements with surrounding communities to increase buying power and reduce costs for
our municipality and those of our neighbors.

The Gardner Public Schools website, www.gardnerk12.org, provides the best possible
communication between the schools, students, and parents.

Mission Statement

The Gardner Public School Systen’s mission isto create an environment to enable students to
think critically, communi cate effectively, work independently and collaboratively, and
demonstrate sufficient academic competencies and skills to compete effectively in a diverse
democratic society.

The Students and the Schools

The Gardner Public School District includes three elementary schools, EIm Street School,
Helen Mae Sauter School, and Waterford Street School, plus Gardner Middle School and
Gardner High School. In addition, the Gardner Academy for Learning and Technology
(GALT), an dternative middle school/high school program, operates out of the former Prospect
School. A total of 2,529 students were enrolled in the Gardner Public Schools as of October 3,
2011.

The Gardner Public Schools continues to be one of the most sought-after school districts in the
area, accepting students from all surrounding towns under the Massachusetts Interdistrict
School Choice program.
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Major Highlights of the Year

National Title I Distinguished School

In January of 2011, the Helen Mae Sauter School was honored at the National Title |
Conference in Tampa, Florida as a Distinguished School in Category 1, exceptional student
performance for two or more consecutive years. Since 1996, the National Title |
Distinguished School Program has honored school s across the country for their innovation
in helping Title | populations achieve high educational standards. Selected from each state
by members of the National Title | Association, these schools represent examples of
superior Title | programs in one of two categories. Thiswas a great honor for our Helen
Mae Sauter School’ s students, staff and principal.

Massachusetts School Building Authority

The Massachusetts School Building Authority Board voted to approve roof projects at three
of the Gardner Public Schools (Gardner High School, EIm Street School and Waterford
Street School). Bidding specifications went out and Reliable Roofing of Framingham was
selected asthe low bidder. The bid camein at about $900,000 bel ow the estimate. Work
began at Gardner High School toward the end of June. After completion of the work at
Gardner High, work commenced at Elm Street School and finished up at Waterford Street
School. By the time the new school year began in the fall of 2011, the roof projects were
substantially complete. The cost to the taxpayers was only 26.72% of the full cost since
73.28% was reimbursed by the MSBA.

Transportation for All Eligible Students

Thanks to Mayor Hawke and the Gardner City Council, transportation for all eligible
students in grades kindergarten through grade twelve was possible in the fall of 2011 for the
first timein many years. Students who live the required distances from each school were
provided transportation at no cost on yellow school buses.

Massachusetts School Building Authority Statements of Interest

We have continued to apply for additional projects that would be reimbursable under the
same terms as the roof projects. The School Committee and the City Council have
authorized the Superintendent to submit Statements of Interest for various Massachusetts
School Building Authority (MSBA) funded projects at Gardner High School under the
Science Labs Initiative and the Accelerated Repair Program for upgrades to science labs,
new windows/doors, and new heating boilers, at Gardner Middle School under the
Accelerated Repair Program for new heating boilers and at Helen Mae Sauter School and
Waterford Street School for future renovation/expansion projects.

Bullying Plan

Gardner’ s Bullying Prevention and Intervention Plan was submitted to the Department of
Elementary and Secondary Education in March and was accepted as submitted. This plan
outlines specific actions to be taken if bullying occursin any of our schools. The plan aso
definesin detail the various initiatives in place to prevent such behavior from occurring.
The underlying goal of such aplan isto create and maintain a culture where all feel safe
and accepted.
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NAWWG-MT

In November, the Gardner Public Schools joined in acommon day with our NAWWG-MT
district members for a combined full day of professional development. The common theme
for this day was the new Common Core Standards. Bob Bickerton, DESE Associate
Commissioner, served as the keynote speaker, focusing on the new Massachusetts
Curriculum Frameworks that include the national Common Core standards plus the
additions made by the MA DESE. Following his presentation, teachers and tutors moved to
breakout sessionsin either Literacy or Math with their subject area and grade level
colleagues. Teachers and tutors reviewed and discussed the impact of the new Frameworks
on their instruction. Gardner’s staff members viewed a demonstration of the Atlas
Curriculum Mapping Software that is now available in our schools. The Special Education
directors from the NAWWG-MT districts provided two breakout sessions on mental health
issues and Specia Education regulations for paraprofessional employees.

MCAS Passing Rates for 10 Graders

In 2010, the percentage of students from the Class of 2012 who passed ELA on their first
try was 81.05%. The percentage of who passed Math on their first try was 74.44%. For
Science the percentage was 77.09%. 2011 saw an increase in the percentage of 10" graders
who passed their MCAS tests on the first try. In 2011, the percentage of students from the
Class of 2013 who passed ELA on their first try was 91.27%. For Math the percentage was
86.04% and for Science the percentage was 86.04%.

TipSoft Crime Reporting

In June, the School Committee voted to implement the TipSoft Crime reporting software
program. TipSoft isaweb-based crime reporting system where people in both the school
and the general community can anonymously submit tips and information regarding crime
or potential criminal acts to the Police Department. Current users of TipSoft include over
600 Crime Stoppers programs, schools, and universities from some of the smallest areas up
to the New Y ork City Police Department, the Los Angeles Police Department, and the
United States Department of Homeland Security. In September, central office
administrators together with administrators from Gardner High School and Gardner Middle
School and representatives from the Gardner Police Department compl eted the training
necessary to implement TipSoft. To ensure that students and their families were aware of
TipSoft, posters were hung, OneCall calls were done and students had an assembly, which
gave them an overview of the program and how it is to be used.

Gardner High School has an impressive history of providing a broad and deep educational
program. Course offerings, school-wide expectations, educational goals and objectives,
graduation requirements, as well as the policies and procedures that guide the school’ s daily
life, are grounded in the Mission Statement: At Gardner High School, we strive to prepare all
students to become educated, productive, and responsible citizens.

Partnership for Success

Partnership for Success, afull-year program offering credits for both 9" and 12" graders who
successfully complete the program, was new at Gardner High School this year. The goal of
Partnership for Success was improving 9" grade student achievement. Incoming 9" graders
who were identified as being at risk were partnered with exceptional 12" graders who served as
mentors and tutors. Mentors and mentees met daily during common block time. Mr. Gardella,
the Program Coordinator, and Mrs. McCrillis, the 9" grade Guidance Counselor, provided
training and support.

Senior mentors assisted freshnmen by providing guidance and advice, helping with basic literacy
skills, homework, study skills, outlining, note taking, class projects, presentations, organization,
preparation for quizzes and exams, time management, and acting as advocates for their
mentees. Incentives for the senior mentors included a leadership opportunity, an excellent
addition to college resumes, mentoring and tutoring experience, an important contribution to
GHS, and improving interpersonal skills.

The immediate goal of the program was to reduce the 9" grade failure rate and prevent future
dropouts. The failure rate for core classes for the mentees was only 4%. For the first quarter of
the 2011-2012 school year, eight of the mentees made the honor roll. The mentees were
honored at a breakfast in November where mentors were able to tell the mentees how proud
they were of the work the mentees had done. Additionally, the program helped to raise levels of
school participation in sports, clubs, and other school activities, provided both seniors and
freshmen with responsibility, and, most importantly, improved school climate.

GFA Financial Education Fair

On April 29, 2011, GFA Federa Credit Union held a successful Financial Education Fair at the
high school. Approximately 145 students participated in this event, which a so hosted vendors
from local businesses. The fair was hands-on in that it propelled students through the personal
financial management process, including career selection, budgeting for housing (including
whether to live with or without aroommate), groceries, utilities, transportation, luxuries and
more. Many of the participating students found this to be an eye-opening experience, and they
expressed amazement at how expensive everything isin “the real world.”
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Worcester Art Museum’s Youth Art Month Exhibit and Annual Teen Night

Gardner High School Art teacher Susan Gallagher coordinated the Gardner Public School
students’ representation at the Worcester Art Museum’s Y outh Art Month Exhibit and Annual
Teen Night celebration. Ms. Gallagher put together alovely evening with a Celtic singer
providing entertainment and with Worcester County Sheriff Lew Evangelidis asthe main
Speaker.

Graduation

On June 4, 2011 GHS hosted its 136" Commencement Ceremony, graduating 162 students.
The post-graduation plans for those students included: 146 planned to attend college, 2 planned
to attend cosmetology school, 1 planned to attend trade school, 1 planned to attend cooking
school, 5 were entering the military service and 7 were either entering the work force or were
undecided. Of those planning to attend college, 61 were attending Mount Wachusett
Community College, 13 were attending University of Massachusetts at Amherst, Boston or
Dartmouth and 5 were attending Fitchburg State University. The reminder of the college bound
students were planning to attend a variety of schools including Assumption College,
Framingham State University, Worcester Polytechnic Institute (WPI), University of Vermont,
Universal Technical Institute (UTI), Stonehill College, Salem State University, Northeastern
University, Worcester State University, University of Central Oklahoma, and Harding
University as well as other schools. Kasey LeBlanc, the class valedictorian, entered Harvard as
afreshman in thefall of 2011.

John and Abigail Adams Scholarships

Forty-eight Gardner High School Class of 2012 students qualified for the Adams scholarships.
These scholarships provide tuition waivers, but not fee or room and board waivers, for
Massachusetts state colleges and universities.

GHS Student Success Assembly

At a school wide Student Success Assembly in November, students who had made significant
academic progress over the course of a year were recognized and shared their individual
stories. Audience members included family members of these students as well as forty-three
other students who had failed two or more courses for the first quarter thisyear. Theideawas
for the students who were having difficulty to hear directly from peers who had been in the
same situation. For several students who made honor roll or principa’slist, the increasesin
numerical grades were dramatic, often in the 40-50 point range. Each student being recognized
spoke eloquently about what motivated them to do better and the difference their new focus and
success have made. The students revealed how stress disappeared when they ssimply did the
required work, while respect increased markedly now that they perform well academically.

National Student Leadership Conference

Two GHS juniors, Michael Nicholson and Daniel Evans, were selected to participatein this
program. Thiswas the first timein many years that Gardner High School was represented at
the conference. Selection was based upon PSAT scores and transcripts. During the summer of
2011 the students had the opportunity to visit Washington, DC and take part in many activities
related to politics and policy for Mike and international diplomacy for Dan.
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Accuplacer Test

In November, 115 GHS seniors took the Accuplacer test at Mount Wachusett Community
College. The purpose of Accuplacer testsisto provide students with useful information about
their academic skillsin math, English, and reading. The results of the assessment, in
conjunction with the students' academic background, goals, and interests, are used by academic
advisors and counselors to determine course selection. Students cannot "pass' or "fail" the
placement tests, but it isimportant that they do their best on these tests so that they will have an
accurate measure of their academic skills.

Gardner Academy for Learning and Technology
Mark J. Pellegrino, Principal

The Gardner Academy for Learning and Technology (GALT) School, formerly known as the
Prospect Street School, was opened in 2010. GALT was originally conceived as a dropout
prevention and credit recovery program for students challenged by traditional educational
settings. GALT currently provides an aternative educational environment, offering a unique
setting and approach to learning by promoting continued credit recovery and credit acceleration
avenues, reintegration and social awareness. Students are encouraged to commit to the model
and have the opportunity to explore new learning opportunities while working to achieve their
secondary education goals.

GALT provides students with alower teacher to student ratio which alows for better
relationship building and which allows teachers to better focus on the individual learning styles
of each student. By providing students who are at risk of dropping out, or those who have
decided to return, with an opportunity to earn a high school diploma, we are not only providing
these students an opportunity to earn more in their life time and access better jobs, but we are
also reducing indirect costs those students who do drop out impose upon the community as a
whole.

Graduation
In January of 2011, GALT honored six students with a brunch and presented them with their
diplomas. These were the first students to earn their diplomas since GALT opened.

In June 2011, GALT held its second graduation ceremony, graduating 25 students. Post-
graduation plans for those students included: 9 attending college (8 Mount Wachusett
Community College, 1 Quinsigamond Community College), 1 attending trade school, 2
attending cosmetology school, 3 entering the military service and 10 entering the work force.

Community Garden Project

The Community Garden Project, organized by community volunteer Lorrie Legault, is
designed to have students organize, plant, and cultivate a garden. The bigger goal, however, is
to have students make connections with their community through devel oping the garden and
seeing the “fruits’ of their labor. The program allows students to provide approximately 75
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hours of community service and to earn 2.5 credits toward graduation while building students’
character, increasing the sense of community and fostering in students a chance to think
globally by acting locally.

Redesigned Schedule

GALT redesigned its students schedules to increase class time per course. Monday through
Thursday students attend core classes, but the school day now starts at 9:15 AM. On Thursday
afternoons, academic support labs are held. These labs are staffed by core faculty who
administer assessments and help students who are struggling to meet standard. Fridays
continue to be a makeup/extra help day for students and offer a fitness class, a career
development class and a science lab to supplement our physical science elective.

Financial Management Program

Guidance Counselor Monique LeBlanc organized lectures addressing financial management
with GALT students. Volunteersfrom TD Bank North camein to discuss the basics of
balancing a checkbook, creating a budget and supporting that budget with a career, credit
worthiness and credit cards, and money management and saving.

Cheese, Chowder, Chocolate and Cheer Celebration

In December, the GALT School celebrated students’ academic excellence by hosting “Cheese,
Chowder, Chocolate and Cheer.” GALT students were recognized for academic achievement
(B average) and academic excellence (A average). Following the refreshments, Principal Mark
Pellegrino opened the awards section of the program by noting that, while these awards might
be the first for many students, they certainly won't be the last. Parents aswell as the students
themselves were very proud. Faculty members were present to support their students. There
was a door prize given and academic award winning students earned 25 tickets for every “B”
grade and 50 tickets for every “A.” At the end of the night, one ticket was drawn and that
lucky student, Brandi Kinney, received a NOOK Color that had been donated by the staff.

One of GALT’ s top students was honored with the Principal’s Award. Adam Theriault earned
this highest award for earning high honors and demonstrating leadership qualities on adaily
basis. Adam was awarded afree dual enrollment class at Mount Wachusett Community
College and is one of the students who will be taking college courses in the spring.

Friday Detention

In an effort to address student behaviors and avoid suspensions, GALT instituted a“Friday
Detention” program. The program has been highly successful and has received strong support
from parents.

First Parents’ Night

GALT held itsfirst parent night in October. The parents who attended had an opportunity to
speak directly with the teachers about the progress of their children. The Gardner Academy for
Learning and Technology prides itself on constant communication with parents and/or
guardians.

Gardner Middle School chose the All Stars program in response to the
State’ s mandate regarding safety in schools. The ultimate goal of the program isto increase
students’ self-esteem and help them to make good choices.

The three components of the All Stars curriculum are Core, Booster, and Plus. Each
component builds on the other. Core is taught in the 6™ grade, Booster is taught in the 7" grade,
and Plusis taught in the 8" grade. In All Stars Core and Booster, students identify ideals,
establish conventional norms, build personal commitments, and strengthen bonds between
themselves and positive institutions, such as families and school. In All Stars Plus, students
learn to set and achieve goals, make reasoned decisions and resist negative peer pressure.

The Waterford Street School mission isto foster the full development of each child’'s
intellectual, creative, and physical capabilities and educate the child to live effectively and
cooperatively with others.
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Waterford Street School is fortunate to have such a dedicated, hard-working staff that works
collaboratively to meet the needs of our educational community. We are working together to
meet the educational, emotional, and socia needs of our young students.

Title I Before School Program

In early January Title | staff member Jill Nugent started a before school program for studentsin
Grades one and two who were identified as needing extra support in reading. Students used a
computer software program known as Lexia. Lexia s activities reinforce the word attack
strategies that students are taught. These strategies are used to decode and understand words,
phrases and sentences. Lexia helps develop word recognition and assists with facilitating
comprehension.

Off Our Rockers

The Off Our Rockers program continued at Waterford Street School. Gardner Public Schools,
in collaboration with Heywood Hospital, Fitness Concepts, Mt. Wachusett Fitness and
Wellness Center, Hannaford and Stop and Shop Supermarkets, and the Gardner Board of
Health, began with the goal of creating an after school program composed of physical activity,
anutritional message, and a healthy snack. For the winter portion of the ten-week program,
117 students signed up and 118 signed up for the fall portion.

Officer Phil Presentation

The first and second grade students attended a morning assembly with JT from the Officer Phil
Program. Kindergarten students had their presentation in the afternoon. JT discussed many
topics that focused on safety and respect, including being nice to others, car safety, wintertime
safety for outdoor activities and what to do around strangers. JT’s presentations were very
interactive, age appropriate and very well received by the students.

Museum of Science Visits

The Museum of Science Traveling Animal Habitat Program visited the first grade classes at
Waterford Street School with some of their exhibits. The show provided the first graders the
opportunity to see such animals as a box turtle, African bullfrog and an African hedgehog. The
students were taught about the animals and their habitats. It was clear that the students learned
new things about these animals.

Second grade students were excited to welcome the Museum of Science “Observing Air and
Flight Show” to Waterford Street School. The two visitors from the Museum of Science did an
excellent job with basic demonstrations of how air and flight are related. Students were ableto
seethat air is made of multiple gases with different properties and witnessed air pressurein
action. The students learned how air makes an airplane fly and observed how changing the
shape of agiant ball determines whether it flops along or fliesin the air.

First Grade Memorial Day Concert

On May 24™ Mrs. Tucker and the first grade students did an excellent job during the annual
Memorial Day Concert. The concert included selections such as The Pledge of Allegiance,
America, ThisLand is My Land, Freedom-Freedom, Celebrating the Flag (a poem), Flags Will
Fly, Grand Old Flag and concluded with the Golden Rule. Thiswas Mrs. Tucker’s last concert
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at Waterford because she retired at the end of the school year.

Dances

The King and Princess Dance (formerly The Father and Daughter Dance) was a wonderful
success with over 140 kindergarten, first and second grade girls and their dates attending. The
DJ played child friendly music and led age appropriate activities that kept everybody busy and
happy. All attendees took advantage of the wide array of baked goodies and treats available in
the cafeteria.

In addition, Waterford Street School hosted the Cow Gal and Son Night Hoedown (formerly
Mother and Son Dance). Over 100 kindergarten, first and second grade boys and their dates
attended this fun filled night with staff supervising the event. Mrs. Goguen selected the music
and led the sons and their dates through various dances and gross motor activities. All the
attendees worked up quite an appetite.

Feasting on Fitness Nights

The families of Helen Mae Sauter and Waterford Street Schools took time out of their busy
schedules to attend a Family Fitness Night. Those in attendance had a great workout and lots
of fun. School wide, we were able to donate 1,597 cans to the CAC Food Pantry food drive.
The CAC, aswell asthe familiesthey help, greatly appreciated our generous contribution.

HMS and WSS Horribles Parade

Despite overcast and raw weather, many Waterford Street and Helen Mae Sauter families
descended on Waterford Street School, dressed in full costume, to participate in the annual
Horribles Parade sponsored by the WSS and HMS PTOs. With Doug L episto and the Gardner
High School Band leading the parade, and the Gardner Police Department and Gardner Fire
Department insuring everyone was safe, parade participants marched their way around the
Waterford Street School block. The WSS and HM S PTOs provided apples and glow sticks for
all participants.

Gardner Public Schools

The Gardner School Committee spent many hours reviewing the budget for the fiscal year that
began on July 1, 2011. We continue to face difficult economic times. However, the School
Committee worked diligently to retain as many direct services to students as possible. The
good news isthat we still offer awide range of programs including advanced placement
courses at Gardner High School and art, music, and physical education for all students. Also,
through the generosity of the E. G. Watkins Family Foundation, we were able to reinstate the
Gardner High School freshman football program.

We are proud that our focus continues to be student achievement. Thisis how we measure our
success. Professional development held a prominent place during 2011; teachers and other
staff worked diligently, using Balanced Literacy, First Stepsin Mathematics, Atlas Curriculum
mapping, National Institute for School Leadership (NISL), and other programs, to perfect
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strategies used in our schools' classrooms. Teachersin Gardner are always working to increase
their own knowledge and expand their repertoire for their students’ benefit. The model used is
one where small groups of teachers become proficient in an area and then teach their
colleagues. This makesit possible to retain momentum and keep programs aive long after
consultants have | eft.

Each year our students make individual gains. Our job isto assist the students in maximizing
this growth. Our data collection incorporates many measures, including common assessments
and state tools, to measure students' growth and identify appropriate intervention for individual
students. Keeping our expectations high is what our students deserve.

| respectfully submit the Annua Report of the Survey / Engineering Department for the
period from July 1, 2010 through June 30, 2011. The Survey / Engineering Department staff
consists of: City Engineer Robert B. Hankinson, Assistant City Engineer, position vacant, GIS
Administrator Ed Goss and Clerk Typist Maureen Schnare. Our department welcomes the
addition of Ed and Maureen this year and looks forward to the replacement of Dick Lawrence
who retired after more than 40 years.

A brief review of the Survey Department’ s activities follows:

NEW RESIDENTIAL DEVELOPMENT AND CONSTRUCTION - Single family home and
condominium construction was very slow during this period due to the downturned economic

climate. A good indication of construction activity is the fact that only 8 new street addresses
were issued during the year.

COMMERCIAL DEVELOPMENT - There has been increased interest from individuals looking
into available property within the City. Work isunder way at 354 Main Street by Liscotti
Development, and in the works for the former Nichols and Stone site. The Bent Mill property is
actively being studied and selective cleanup and demoalition is taking place

SUBDIVISION ACTIVITY — Subdivision activity has predictably been very slow due to the
economy; the projects on record are:

Sapphire Park — mobile home park along Pearl Street — Approved with construction under way
Wilder Brook single family home development — Active, with minor activity

Blue Heron Condominium project off lower Parker Street - Inactive

CRYSTAL LAKE WATER TREATMENT FACILITY —The Crystal Lake water treatment
facility has operated reliably and efficiently. Water quality is excellent and with its reduced
manpower requirements, resources of our contract operator have been directed to maintenance of
the water distribution system.

SNAKE POND WELL TREATMENT FACILITY — The Snake Pond well treatment facility has
operated well over FY 11 with excellent water quality and system reliability.

STREET ACCEPTANCE — One new street was accepted this year; the extension of Brookside
Drive.

BRIDGE RECONSTRUCTION - There are currently three bridges in the City under design for
replacement or reconstruction: Winter Street, Mill Street and Pleasant Street. Travers Street
Bridgeis currently under construction and is scheduled for completion in calendar 2011. Work
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on the reconstruction of Winter Street and Mill Street has begun. The Massachusetts Department
of Transportation is responsible for design and construction of these bridges.

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Fiscal 2011 Accomplishments

IT Department

A new Munis server was installed in September and in November our Munis application
was upgraded to version 7.5. In June 2011 steps were taken to migrate Munis to version
9.1

In February 2011 parcel numbers were added to Utility Billing accounts to consolidate
our utility and tax billing system.

The Fire Departments new Pamet server installation was completed in July 2010.

Civil Enforcement Collection

During Fiscal 2011 the Collectors Department took over the collection of parking
violations for the City of Gardner and Mount Wachusett Community College.

RDS Reimbursement

In January 2006, the offices of Medicare started a new program called Retiree Drug
Subsidy (RDS). This program was created as an incentive for employees to continue
providing Rx benefits to retirees 65 years old who qualify for Medicare A & B. The
City’s Blue Cross Blue Shield Medex 3 program for retirees qualifies for this subsidy.
The program is administered through the Treasurer’s Department and $723,765.62 in
subsidy reimbursement has been received from FY 2007 to FY 11. $141,598.52 was
received during FY 11.

ERRP Reimbursement

As part of the Affordable Care Act, The Early Retiree Reinsurance Program (ERRP)
provides temporary assistance to employers and their early retirees. The Treasurer’s
office applied for and was approved for reimbursement by the Governments Health and
Human Service Agency. We will receive 80 % of medical claims for health benefits cost
between $15,000. and $90,000 for early retirees age 55 and older who are not eligible for
Medicare.

This program began with claims dating back to June 1, 2010 and will end January 1, 2014
or sooner if the budgeted funds are exhausted. As of June 30, 2011 the City has received
$132,290.27.

Online Payments

Online payment services continues to thrive. We are now collecting for the Airport,
Community Development and Planning, Golf Course, Transfer Station, Water and Sewer
Department and Tax Collector Department.

The Gardner Conservation Commission is pleased to submit its Annual Report for the
Calendar Year 2011:

Wetlands Protection Activities

The mission of the Gardner Conservation Commission is to protect the City’s natural
resources including its biodiversity, unique natural areas, wetlands and other water
resources. During Calendar Year 2011, the Conservation Commission rendered 27
decisions related to wetlands protection. These decisions resulted in the issuance of three
Certificates of Compliance, six Determinations of Applicability, three Emergency
Certifications, five Enforcement Orders, six Orders of Conditions and four Permit
Extensions.

The Commission continually scrutinizes projects for which it issues permits to ensure
compliance with the state Wetlands Protection Act and the Gardner Wetlands Protection
Ordinance. Some of the current projects include:

e City of Gardner hazardous materials abatement and demolition at the former S.
Bent mill complex, Mill and Winter Streets

e Gardner Little League baseball field construction on Mechanic Street

e McDonald’s restaurant reconstruction on Timpany Boulevard

e Northeast Veteran Training and Rehabilitation Center construction off Kelton
Street

e Sapphire Park Mobile Home Court roadways off Pearl Street and Shawn Avenue

e Wilder Brook Subdivision construction at Brookside Drive

Ordinance Fees

On October 1, 2011, the Commission began collecting fees under the City’s Wetlands
Protection Ordinance along with those that are already collected under the State’s
Wetlands Protection Act. These fees will provide the Commission with additional funds
to be used for wetland protection activities.

Land Purchases

In November, the Commission voted to authorize the Mayor to negotiate a purchase and
sale agreement for the Smith/Rodecki property. This property consists of approximately
128 acres on Bridge Street. It will be conveyed to the City in the care, custody and
control of its Department of Public Works and the Conservation Commission
cooperatively. The Smith/Rodecki property will be available for passive recreation.

The Gardner Contributory Retirement Board herewith submits the following report for the year ended
December 31, 2011«

The assets of the Gardner Contributory Retirement System as of December 31, 2011, totaled
$36,951,294.76.

The total receipts for the year amounted to $4,085,711.83. Of this amount the Annuity Savings Fund
received $1,064,667.75 from members’ deductions, make-up payments, transfers from other systems and
investment income credited to members’ accounts. The Annuity Reserve Fund was increased by
$119,740.27 from investment income. The Pension Fund was increased by reimbursements from other
systems, reimbursement from the Commonwealth of Massachusetts for COLA and Survivor benefits, and
Pension Fund appropriation totaling $2,830,756.79. The Expense fund was credited by $292,011.33 from
investment income. The Military Service Fund was increased by $12.85 from investment income. Federal
Grant reimbursements and interest not refunded added $47,480.07. The loss to the Pension Reserve Fund
of ($268,957.23) was the result of net investment losses for the year coupled with payments to income
required funds.

The total disbursements amounted to $5,356,293.85. Of this figure, members’ refunds and transfers to
other systems-totaled $207,138.95. The total annuities paid, including Option B refunds, were
$667,695.31. The total pensions paid equaled $3,988,620.53. Other systems were reimbursed
$200,827.73. Total expenses paid were $292,011.33.

The total membership as of December 31, 2011, was 521. There were 253 active members, 37 inactive
members, and 231 retirees.

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COUNCIL ON AGING

The Gardner Council on Aging’s mission consists of three core responsibilities. One is
to identify the needs of the community’s elderly population and to know the resources
that are available. Second is to educate the community at large in the needs of seniors.
Last is to design, promote and implement needed services for the elderly and to
coordinate with existing services for them. The Council on Aging operates the Senior
Center in the Charles P. McKean Building which is located at 294 Pleasant Street. The
community-gathering place is open Mondays through Thursdays from 8:00 a.m. till 4:30
p.m., and on Fridays open till 4:00p.m. Members on the board, for 2011, who oversee
the Council on Aging are: Chairman, Patricia Jandris; Secretary, Carol Baublis; Edward
Lepkowski; Robert Rousseau; Roger LeBlanc; John Sendrowski; and Marcelle Cormier.

Council on Aging services include: transportation for elderly and handicapped;
information and referral; ID cards for local merchants and MART transportation; week-
day lunches and Thursday breakfasts; monthly newsletter and activity lists for local
media; Legal Aid, AARP Tax Counseling, and aid in personal needs. Transportaion is
available Monday through Friday to all locations in Gardner. This service is the
backbone of our responsibility to older adults. The Council on Aging works with
Montachusett Regional Transit Authority (MART) in making this transportation
available. Volunteers continue to play a vital role in the activities held in the Senior
Center.

Once a year the Council on Aging holds an appreciation dinner for everybody who
volunteered. CAPS Educational Collaborative, directed by Mark Lynch, prepared and
served a meal for over 80 individuals. The hours these people donated were under four
thousand. Other special activities include Thanksgiving Day Dinner and Christmas Day
Dinner. Each dinner is served on the designated holiday with Thanksgiving at the
Gardner Elks Club and Christmas Dinner at the Gardner American Legion Club.
Roughly seventy attended each club with over one-hundred shut-ins having received
home delivery. Also we work in conjunction with the American Association of Retired
Persons and Department of Agricultural Resources. With the AARP we assist in
helping people who are elders or low income in completing their income tax forms.
Farmers’ Market Coupons for Low Income Elders are distributed at the Senior Center
and at other proper locations. Ladies from Circle of Artists, painters from Westminster
and area came on Friday mornings. Also, a group of ladies from Montachusett Quilters
came the third Tuesday of each month in the evening. Use of the Senior Center was
done frequently by the Gardner CAC
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Services offered are yearly tallied in two categories. Those individual elders
(unduplicated) using the services, and those continually using the facilities who are
counted as units of service (duplicated)). During the year, there were 1,423 elders who
used the facilities and services. The Council on Aging is appreciative of the community
and individuals who donated their time. Attendance of the programs for 2011 is:

The Senior Center is a very active location for socializing. There are daily and weekly
activities. Among the popular activities are; Bingo, Line Dancing, Billiards, Cribbage,
Whist Game, card games, and movie time. Gardner’s Senior Center is very fortunate in
having local media to convey information to the public. The Gardner News has a section
in the Wednesday issues entitled “Senior Corner.” Our schedules are found in this well
read newspaper. “Greater Gardner Chair City Review” is written and delivered by the
Council on Aging. Also, local cable television has on channel 8 information important
to older adults. The director of the Council on Aging attends meetings of the Gardner
Golden Age Club and The Greater Gardner Chair City Local Chapter 3237 of AARP
and informs club members of up-to-date information.
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Executive Office of Elder Affairs awarded the COA a Formula Grant of $25,763.00 and
the Knowlton Foundation for the Elderly, Inc. the amount of $1,250, with Worker’s
Credit Union donating $1,000.00. Formula Grant money was used to subsidize the
Coordinator/Assistant position, provide for mileage, utilities, equipment/furnishings,
supplies, dues, conference/meeting attendance and volunteer recognition. The
Knowlton Foundation’s assistance and that from the Workers’ Credit was for the benefit
of elderly people through monthly dinners at the Senior Center.

The introduction to the internet is entitled “Generations on Line.” The program is
financed through Senior Corps and is administered by Worcester Catholic Charities.
Specially designed for seniors, the program is individualized and self-paced. One on one
with a peer coach and it’s free. The program is receiving good attendance. The peer
coach is also helping with other activities at the Senior Center.

The Planning Board’s primary responsibility is municipal planning, regulating the subdivision
of land and the laying out and construction of roadways in subdivisions under the provisions of
MGL c. 41, sections 81A to 81Y. The Planning Board’s Rules And Regulations Governing
The Subdivision of Land, last revised on October 18, 2005, guide the review and approval of
applications to subdivide land and install public infrastructure. The Planning Board is also
responsible for preparing plans of the resources, possibilities and needs of the City and to make
recommendations to the City Council.

In addition, the Planning Board enforces the Site Plan Review section of the City’s Zoning
Ordinance and serves as the Special Permit Granting Authority under the Zoning Ordinance for
Infill Development, Planned Unit Developments, Groundwater and Surface Water Protection
Districts, Open Space Residential Development and the Development Overlay District. The
Planning Board has primary responsibility for keeping the Zoning Ordinance up to date subject
to approval by the Mayor and City Council.

Rules And Regulations Governing The Subdivision of Land, the Zoning Ordinance and a Land
Development Guidebook are available on the City’s web site — http://www.gardner-
ma.gov/Pages/GardnerMA_BComm/Planning/index, including all the relevant application
forms and information on filing same.

Mr. Hubbard and Mr. Hankinson represent the Gardner Planning Board on the Montachusett
Joint Transportation Committee.

The Planning Board generally meets on the second Tuesday of each month at 7 PM on the
second floor of City Hall’s Manca Annex. Meetings are usually recorded for later broadcast
over the City’s cable television station - WGET.

Applications
The following applications were approved or recommended:

e Lisciotti Development Corp. — Site Plan Review. The Planning Board approved
construction of a 12,626 SF commercial building at 354 Main Street on June 8, 2010.
Modifications to the plan were approved on July 13, 2010.

e Black Point Realty LLC — Development Overlay District 1 — Main and Sherman Streets.
The Planning Board recommended and the City Council approved the designation on
November 15, 2010.

e Black Point Realty LLC - Site Plan Review. The Planning Board approved construction
of a large retail development totaling approximately 120,000 SF at the intersection of
Main & Sherman Streets on June 7, 2011. The project site consists of 16+ acres and
includes the development of three buildings and up to eight tenants.

Extension Requests
The following extensions were approved:

e Chapelwoods Subdivision — off Chapel Street. Mr. Virgil D’Onfro requested the
extension of the subdivision plan approved on November 18, 2003 due to current
economic conditions. This subdivision approval falls under the State’s Permit
Extension Act (PEA) enacted in 2010 which effectively grants approved subdivisions an
automatic two-year extension. The Planning Board granted the extension to June 7,
2013.

e Cedar Hills Subdivision — Keyes Road. John Barrows, Marchionda & Associates, LP,
requested an extension of the subdivision plan approved on September 7, 2004 due to
current economic conditions. The Planning Board approved a two year extension in
addition to the automatic two years under PEA for a total extension to September 7,
2015.

Brookside Drive

The Planning Board recommended and the City Council voted on December 6, 2010 to accept
sections of Brookside Drive as a public way (from Century Way to Station 6+27 and from
Station 6+27 to 24+64).

The Planning Board recommended and the City Council voted on December 20, 2010 to accept
Lot 19 on Brookside Drive as a gift from Saint Paul’s Trust.

Laitinen Drive Extension
The Planning Board recommended and the City Council voted on December 6, 2010 to accept
Laitinen Drive Extension as a public way.

Zoning Ordinance Amendments
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e Section 11 Administration, Subsection 1110 — Enforcement: The amendment directs
the Building Commissioner’s requests for legal action to the Mayor rather than to the
City Council. Recommended by the Planning Board and approved by vote of the City
Council on March 22, 2011.

e Section 5 Overlay Districts and Planning Unit Developments, Subsection 520 —
Groundwater Protection Overlay District and Subsection 560 — Surface Water
Protection Overlay District replacing Subsection 520 Water Supply Protection Overlay
District to better conform zoning provisions to State regulations. Recommended by
Planning Board and approved by vote of City Council on March 22, 2011.

e Joint Public Hearing with the City Council held on February 28, 2011 regarding a voter
petition seeking to amend Section 11 by adding a subsection 1180 to require a Special
Permit from the City Council for providers of abortion referral services within
Commercial 1 and 2 Zoning Districts. The Planning Board voted on March 15, 2011 to
recommend that the City Council vote against adoption of the proposed zoning
amendment.

Route 140 Corridor

Gardner, Westminster and Winchendon received a joint award from the District Local
Technical Assistance (DLTA) program for technical assistance from the Montachusett
Regional Planning Commission to perform a build-out analysis along the Route 140 Corridor
on July 2, 2010. A steering committee chaired by Robert Hubbard met monthly and a report is
expected in October or November.

Urban Renewal Plan

On June 7, 2011 the Planning Board, in accordance with the provisions of MGL Chapter 121B,
Section 48, reviewed the Gardner Urban Renewal Plan dated May 2011 and determined that the
Plan is based on a local survey of the area and conforms to the Community Development Plan
of the City of Gardner. Approval by the Department of Housing and Community Development
is expected in July or August.

Other

The City Council adopted an ordinance creating the Gardner Planning Board on December 15,
1952. The handwritten minute books covering the time period from the first meeting in 1953 to
1973 were donated to the Local History Collection at the Levi Heywood Memorial Library.
The Library has catalogued the information so that this valuable record is accessible to anyone
who is interested in the history of growth and change in the City of Gardner during this period.
